Prior to but not later than the next 50 hours of operation.

To inspect the above referenced affected aircraft to insure
that Wing Leading Edge Stall Strips are correctly positioned
on the wing leading edge.

Detailed instructions for determining the correct stall strip
location on the wing leading edge are being supplied to all
Piper Distributors on an automatic factory distribution basis.
If the inspection determines that the existing stall strips are
positioned correctly, no further action is required regarding
this Service Bulletin.

A. Aircraft with Wing DeIcer Boots installed: If, during
the relocation (if necessary) of the existing stall strips,
it is necessary to replace one or more of the presently
installed stall strips, the required replacement stall
strips are to be ordered from the factory on an emer-
gency AOG basis per Material Required, below.

B. Aircraft without Wing DeIcer Boots: If the above refer-
enced inspection reveals that the existing stall strips
must be relocated, it will be necessary to replace the
existing stall strips with a Stall Strip Replacement Kit
(one kit for each stall strip replaced), per Material
Required, below. These stall strip replacement kits
are to be ordered from the factory on an emergency
AOG basis.
