Subject: Cabin Entrance Door Safety Strap Inspection and Replacement

31-552, 31-556, 31-558 to 31-694 incl., 31-696 and 31-697.

Prior to but not later than the next 25 hours of operation.

To inspect the lower cabin entrance door safety strap
assembly to determine if the ends of the safety straps have
been properly stitched (reference attached illustration
entitled Inspection Instructions for proper stitching re-
quirements).

If the safety strap is not stitched exactly as indicated on the
attached Inspection Instructions illustration, the safety
strap assemblies must be replaced. Since the safety strap
assemblies are intergrated with the adjacent (lower front)
cabin door trim panel, it is necessary to replace the
complete lower front trim panel/safety strap unit.

Instructions: The attached illustrations contain the following information:
1. Inspection Instructions - denotes proper stitching

of the safety strap and proper cabin door trim
panel assembly ordering information (i.e., part
number/nomenclature/aircraft effectivity).

2. Cabin Door Trim Panel Replacement Instructions -
contains instructions necessary to replace the
existing cabin door trim panel assemblies.

STITCHING

INSPECTION INSTRUCTIONS

Inspect the stitching on both ends of the cabin entrance door safety strap to determine if the
strap is properly stitched. If the strap is not stitched exactly as shown above, it must be
replaced. Order one of the following cabin door trim panels which contain a properly sewn
safety strap.

Cabin Door Trim Panel Replacement Instructions
(Part Nos. 43973-00, 44319-02, 44319-03, 44319-04 and
44319-05)

1. Disconnect forward support cable from lower door.
2. Remove screws that secure the trim panel to the door.
3. Remove screws that secure the spring attachment bracket

and pull bracket with spring thru access hole in door.
4. Remove hardware that attaches the spring to the bracket.

(Retain hardware for reassembly).
5. Remove existing panel assembly and install the new panel

using the reverse procedure. Connect support cable to
door.
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
