Purpose: Prior configurations of the Alternate Air Door Magnetic
o Catch Assembly installed on the above referenced air-
craft were subject to replacement and/or repetitive
inspections to alleviate inadvertant opening of the alter-
nate air door or detachment of the magnet from the catch
assembly (with subsequent possible ingestion of the magnet
by the turbocharger induction system).

This service release provides material and instructions
to modify the engine induction air system to incorporate
the latest configuration Alternate Air Dbor Magnetic Catch
Assembly designed to resist the effects of vibration -
induced wear and to prevent detachment of the magnet
and possible subsequent damage to the turbocharger.
