There has been a reported incident of the elevator control stop adjusting screw
and locknut being loose and backing out resulting in a restriction of elevator
control travel.

Remove upper and lower section of tail cone.

Inspect elevator "down" and "up" control stop adjusting screws and locknuts
for damage, looseness, or evidence of movement.

Check elevator for proper travel with bubble protactor per Section 5 of the
Service Manual.

Torque elevator control stop adjusting screw locknuts to 20-25 inch/pounds.
Paint or install a slip stripe or torque-seal on locknuts and stop screws.
Reinstall tail cone.

Make appropriate logbook entry of compliance with this Service Bulletin.
Submit Product Condition/Compliance Report to Piper Aircraft Corporation.
